and the most citations was Prof.Chochinov Harvey Max from the University of Manitoba,Canada.The top 3 journals
were Palliative Medicine, Palliative Supportive Care and Journal of Pain And Symptom Management.Dignity therapy
for specific populations,and how to implement dignity therapy were important support points.Conclusion A core
group of authors in the research of dignity therapy has been globally formed,and relevant research hotspots have also
been highlighted. Domestic scholars can track the research results of relevant authors,academic frontiers and hot spots,
and submit relevant articles to targeted journals,thus enhancing academic influence and academic discourse power.
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
